SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT COUNCIL

The 2007-2008 school year was another successful year at
Carolina Forest Elementary School. Our school was
awarded the AYP Gold Award. Many of our students
exceeded the performance goals set forth by Horry County
Schools. Celebrations were held to recognize the students’
achievements in academics, attendance, and character
development.

Our teachers and support staff were also successful. We
continued to make progress towards our performance
goals included in our strategic plan.
