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REPORT OF PRINCIPAL AND
SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT COUNCIL

2007-2008 was another wonderful year at North Myrtle
Beach Intermediate School. Working together, our
students, staff, parents, and community accomplished
many of our performance goals. Our students have
excelled academically at the school, district, and state
levels. North Myrtle Beach Intermediate School has been
recognized by the South Carolina Oversight Committee
during the past two years for closing the achievement gap
for historically underachieving students. Our school has
also been a Palmetto Silver Award recipient the past three
years for academic improvement. North Myrtle Beach
Intermediate School was recognized by Horry County
School District with the Superintendent’s Service Learning
Award for excellence in successfully making school and
community service an integral part of the curriculum and
culture of the school.

All of our students were administered the MAP test three
times this school year. Data from MAP scores indicate an
increase in students reaching their RIT growth target goals
in Math, Reading, and Language. The results that emerged
are those of a school that has made solid, steady gains but
whose performance needs to continue.

In order to meet the academic needs of all students, we
are continuously evaluating and adjusting the instructional
programs at North Myrtle Beach Intermediate School. We
must increase the number of students performing at the
proficiency levels in Math, English Language Arts, Science,
and Social Studies. To better serve all students at North
Myrtle Beach Intermediate School, we have used a variety
of instructional strategies differentiated for each student’s
individual needs. There was a school-wide focus on
literacy across the curriculum. Students participated in
activities to build comprehension, fluency, vocabulary, and
writing. Technology was integrated into all content areas,
providing interactive, highly engaging, rigorous learning
opportunities.

Our school mission is to provide a student-centered
learning environment that ensures students become
responsible and self-disciplined and achieve their
maximum potential, in order to succeed in a dynamic world
as active contributors in their community. South Carolina
standards are matched to students’ needs in a diagnostic-
prescriptive approach. Student work is continuously
examined and guides instruction. Administrators, teachers,
and staff pool their knowledge and resources regularly
through collaborative planning.
